Dr Jonathan Oloyede, the Covenor of the Global 
Day of Prayer wants to soak the city of London in 
prayer.

Stadium for the grand finale of the year-
long prayer initiative.  Although, the West 
Ham date is Sunday 30 May 2010 (its the 
bank holiday weekend) the Global Day of 
Prayer would run prayer events from Pen-
tecost Sunday (23 May) in the boroughs 
and churches around the M25 before the 
grand finale at West Ham. 

One million Christians in the UK and glo-
bally would be mobilised to pray the Lord’s 
Prayer at 12noon every day until 2011.

If people in 
London cultivates this habit, it would foster 
their relationship with their heavenly father 
and lead to healing and deliverance of our 
land as stated in the bible - 2 Chronicle 
7:14 “If my people who are called by my 
name, will humble themselves and pray 
and seek my face and turn from their wick-
ed ways, then will I hear from Heaven and 

will forgive their sin and heal their land.”

GDOP is also encouraging both Chris-
tians, non-Christians, local churches and 
businesses to give a one-off or monthly 
financial support to make the great prayer 
rallies a reality in West Ham Stadium in 
2010 and Wembley Stadium in 2011.
